Professor Dr. Baki Akgul is a head of the research department for papillomavirus-induced
skin tumors at the Institute of Virology at the University Hospital of Cologne and the Medical
Faculty. In cooperation with the research groups from the Institute of Clinical Chemistry and
Clinical Pharmacology at the University Hospital Bonn, prof. Akgul is testing the method of in
situ autovaccination to prevent HPV-mediated skin tumorigenesis.

Interventions

The aim of the lecture is to present the current knowledge on the oncogenic
mechanisms of high-risk human papillomaviruses (HR-HPVs). Prof. Akgul will focus
on the mechanisms, how the skin-infecting human papillomaviruses (HPV) of
group beta reprogram and hijack the cellular machinery and how this interference
contributes to the development of skin cancer. These HPVs can escape the innate
immune response by actively suppressing recognition by the pattern recognition
receptors (PRR). In contrast to the mucosal-infecting group alpha HPVs, there is
no standardized vaccination available for the beta HPV types. The specialized
vaccination approach that targets oncogenic mechanisms of group beta HPV will
be discussed.
