3. QUALIFICATION PREREQUISITES
General rules for demonstrating qualification
Qualification as per the following requirements must be demonstrated for the reason of evaluation and assessment of the tenderer’s offer in the present tendering procedure. The tenderer who does not prove that he has met qualification prerequisites in the required scope will be excluded by the contractor from further participation in this tendering procedure. When demonstrating the fulfilment of qualification, tenderers are obligated to observe the following rules:
a) If tenderers demonstrate a part of qualification through a subcontractor, they are also obligated to submit to the contractor the following:

a. documents proving the fulfilment of basic qualification prerequisite as per clause 4 i) of the present Tender documents, and the professional qualification prerequisite as per clause 5. a) hereof, and
b. a contract concluded with the subcontractor which stipulates the subcontractor’s obligation to provide performance designated to accomplish the public tender by the tenderer, or the provision of items or rights which will be at the tenderer’s disposal within the performance of the public tender, at least to the extent in which the subcontractor demonstrated the fulfilment of qualification, specifically no less than for the period of performance of the relevant part of the public tender.
The supplier is not entitled to demonstrate the fulfilment of qualification as per clause 5 a) hereof through a subcontractor. 
b) In case the subject of the public tender is to be performed jointly by several suppliers, who submit or intend to submit a joint offer for this purpose, each of the suppliers must demonstrate the fulfilment of basic qualification prerequisites and the professional qualification prerequisite (to submit an abstract from the Trade Register) to the full extent. Furthermore, such suppliers are obligated to submit - together will documents proving the fulfilment of qualification prerequisites - a contract which includes the obligation that all such suppliers submitting a joint offer will be bound jointly and severally towards the contractor and third persons from any legal relations formed in connection with the public tender, particularly for the whole period of the performance of the public tender and for the duration of other obligations resultant from the public tender. 

c) Documents required to demonstrate the fulfilment of qualification are submitted by tenderers in copies as a part of the original offer. Upon the contractor’s request, the selected tenderer is obligated to present to the contractor originals or certified originals of documents demonstrating qualification fulfilment, prior to concluding the contract. Where the contractor requires a statutory declaration, such statutory declaration must be signed by the statutory body or a person expressly commissioned to do so by the statutory body. For these purposes, the contractor establishes that the signature of this person need not be authenticated. d) If, for objective reasons, tenderers are not able to prove the fulfilment of economic, financial and technical qualification prerequisites by methods determined in the individual items, they may prove such prerequisites by means of other equivalent documents, unless the contractor refuses such documents for objective reasons. 
e) Unless implied in special legal regulations otherwise, a foreign tenderer proves qualification fulfilment in accordance with the legal order valid in the country of his registered office, place of business or residence. In case a certain document is not issued according to this legal order, a foreign tenderer is obligated to demonstrate the fulfilment of such part of qualification by a statutory declaration. If an obligation whose fulfilment is to be proved in the framework of qualification established in the country of the foreign tenderer’s registered office, place of business or residence, the foreign tenderer shall make a statutory declaration regarding this fact. Documents demonstrating the fulfilment of qualification are submitted by a foreign tenderer in the original language together with their certified translation into the Czech language, unless the present Tender documents expressly state otherwise.
f) If tenderers present to the contractor a copy of an entry in the list of qualified suppliers within the term for demonstration of the fulfilment of qualification, this copy replaces the demonstration of the fulfilment of basic qualification prerequisites as per clause 4 a) to j) hereof and professional qualification prerequisites as per clause 6 a) hereof, to the extent in which documents proving the fulfilment of such professional qualification prerequisites meet the contractor’s requirements for proving the fulfilment of professional qualification prerequisites for the completion of the public tender. A copy of an entry in the list of qualified suppliers must not be older than 3 months as at the last day by which the fulfilment of qualification is to be demonstrated.
g) If tenderers present to the contractor a certificate issued in the framework of the system of certified suppliers within the term for the demonstration of qualification fulfilment, and data listed in the certificate are valid at least as of the last day of the term for demonstration of qualification fulfilment, this certificate replaces - to the extent of data listed in such certificate - the demonstration of qualification fulfilment by the tenderer. A certificate issued within the system of certified suppliers does not demonstrate the fulfilment of basic prerequisites of clause 4 k) and l) hereof. 
h) If any change occurs in a tenderer’s qualification by the time the final decision on the selection of the best offer is made which would mean that this tenderer does not fulfil qualifications according to these Tender documents, this tenderer is obligated to inform the contractor of this fact in writing within 7 days at the latest, and to present documents needed to demonstrate the fulfilment of qualification to the full extent at the same time.
i) The contractor may require that tenderers should clarify submitted information or documents in writing, or present other additional information. The tenderer must comply with this obligation within a reasonable period as established by the contractor and to give unambiguous answers to the contractor’s questions. 

j) Each tenderer may submit only one offer. A tenderer who submits an offer within this tendering procedure must not, at the same time, function as a subcontractor, with help of whom another tenderer in this tendering procedure demonstrates qualification.  In case a tenderer submits more offers separately or jointly with other tenderers, or is a subcontractor, with help of whom another tenderer in this tendering procedure proves qualification, the contractor shall forthwith disqualify such a tenderer and eliminate him from further participation in this tendering procedure. 
k) In the Tender documents, the contractor defines certain parameters in the Czech currency CZK (Kč). l) Documents demonstrating the fulfilment of basic qualification prerequisites and an abstract of the Trade Register must not be older than 90 calendar days as of the last day by which the fulfilment of qualification is to be proved. 

m) If the contractor - within the demonstration of qualification - requires that the tenderer should submit a declaration, such declaration must comprise data as required by the contractor and must be signed by a person authorized to act on behalf of or for the tenderer.
n) If an authorized representative acts on behalf of the tenderer based on power of attorney, the offer shall include the original power of attorney or its authenticated copy.
4. BASIC QUALIFICATION PREREQUISITES
Basic qualification prerequisites are met by a supplier who

b) was not, upon final judgement, convinced of a crime whose merits are related to the supplier’s business objective  pursuant to special legal regulations, or a conviction for such a crime was expunged from criminal records; in case of a legal entity, this condition must be complied with by the statutory body or each member of the statutory body, and if a legal entity is the supplier’s statutory body or a member of the supplier’s statutory body, this prerequisite must be adhered to by the statutory body or each member of the statutory body of this legal entity; in case o foreign legal entity submits an offer or application for participation through its structural component, this prerequisite as per this item b) must be met - apart from the listed persons - by the head of this structural component; this basic qualification prerequisite must be complied with by the supplier both in relation to the territory of the Czech Republic and the country of his registered office, place of business or residence;  

c) who has not accomplished the merits of acts of unfair competition by bribery pursuant to a special legal regulation, in the last 3 years; 
d) insolvency proceedings are not conducted or have not been conducted in relation to his assets in the last 3 years, in which a resolution on bankruptcy was or has been issued or an insolvency motion was or has been refused for the reason that assets do not suffice for settlement of insolvency proceedings costs, or the bankruptcy was or has been cancelled as assets were rather insufficient, or an official conservatorship was or has been established. 

e) who is not in the state of liquidation;
f) who has no registered arrears of taxes, both in the Czech Republic and the country of the supplier’s registered office, place of business or residence; 
g) who has no arrears of insurance premium and penalty for public health insurance, both in the Czech Republic and the country of the supplier’s registered office, place of business or residence; 
h) who has no arrears of insurance premium and penalty for social security and contribution to the employment state policy, both in the Czech Republic and the country of the supplier’s registered office, place of business or residence; 
i) who - in the past 3 years - has not been, upon final judgement, disciplinarily punished or given, upon final judgement, a disciplinary punishment pursuant to special legal regulations,  if Clause 6 c) requires that professional competence should be demonstrated in accordance with special legal regulations; if the supplier conducts such activity through a responsible representative or another person accountable for the supplier’s activity, this prerequisite shall apply to these persons;
j) who is not included in the register of persons prohibited to perform public tenders; 
k) who submits a list of statutory bodies or members of statutory bodies who have worked for the contractor in the last 3 years;
l) who - in case its form is that of a joint stock company, produces a current list of shareholders whose proportion of shares exceeds 10 %.
Tenderers will demonstrate the fulfilment of basic qualification prerequisites as per items a) to j) above by submitting a statutory declaration. The contents of the statutory declaration must clearly imply that the tenderer complies with all relevant basic qualification prerequisites as required by the contractor. 
Tenderers will prove the fulfilment of basic qualification prerequisites as per items k) to l) above by submitting statutory declarations in the form of required lists. The contents of statutory declarations must clearly suggest that the tenderer complies with all relevant basic qualification prerequisites required by the contractor.  

5. PROFESSIONAL QUALIFICATION PREREQUISITES
The fulfilment of professional qualification prerequisites are demonstrated by the supplier who produces: 
a) abstract of the Trade Register if he is registered therein, or an abstract of another similar registers, if he is registered in them,
b) a licence to undertake business activities pursuant to special legal regulations in the scope corresponding with the subject of the public tender, in particular a document proving the relevant trade authorization or licence.  
6. METHOD OF OFFER ASSESSMENT
The key criterion of the assessment is the economical advantage of offers.
Assessment will be conducted in the following manner: 
To assess offers, the committee shall use a point scale ranging from 0 to 100 points. In accordance with a partial criterion, each individual offer will be given a point value reflecting the advantageousness of the offer in question within the partial criterion. For criteria expressible in figures for which the most suitable offer has the maximal criterion value, for example a guarantee period, amount of contractual penalty, the offer assessed will be given a point value that is a result of a multiple of 100 and the proportion of the offer value to the value of the most suitable offer. For criteria expressible in figures for which the most suitable offer has the minimal criterion value, for example the price of the offer, time of performance, the assessed offer will be given a point value that is the result of a multiple of 100 and the proportion of the value of the most suitable offer to the assessed offer. For criteria that cannot be expressed in numbers, the evaluation committee shall put offer in the order from the most suitable to the least suitable, giving 100 points to the most suitable offer and each following offer will get such a point evaluation that expresses the extent of fulfilment of a partial criterion in relation to the most suitable offer. The committee must justify the said procedure. 
In the event the committee considers the value of a partial criterion other than the price as inadequate, the aforesaid procedure shall not be used and, within this criterion, the committee will allocate 0 points to the offer. The committee is obligated to justify this procedure.
The contractor determines weights in percentage for each partial criterion, in accordance with their importance for the particular award procedure such that their total is 100.

Criterion A. – Offer price
The tenderer is to detail the amount of offer price in CZK excl. VAT in the total amount for the whole performance of the tender.
Criterion B. – Technical parameters
The tenderer is to state data on technical parameters of the subject of the tender. 
The contractor shall evaluate the following:

· number and spectrum of alternative algorithms for volume drawing of 3D (x,y,z) and 4D (x,y,z,t) digital microscopic data files, whereas a higher number will be better evaluated,
· width of spectrum of types of openable digital image formats, or image series, whereas a higher spectrum width will be better evaluated,
· range of tools for editing, calibration, complex animation and storing of digital video sequences, whereas a larger range of tools will be better evaluated.
Moreover, the contractor informs that tenderers must adhere to all minimal technical parameters detailed in Chapter - 1. Information on the subject of tender and its technical specifications. 
Criterion C. - Guarantee period in months
The assessment shall consist in the length of guarantee period. The beginning of guarantee period is determined at the day subsequent to the day of delivery and acceptance of the subject of the public tender. An offer with the longest guarantee period will be assessed as the most suitable. The contractor states that the minimal guarantee period is 24 months and the longest 60 months. The supplier shall give in his offer data on the length of guarantee period in months.   

Criterion D. - Conditions of customer service
The tenderer shall state in his offer conditions of customer service as to the subject of the tender.
The contractor is to assess the following:

· conditions of training - possibility of on-line initial training and further training of the personnel. The contractor will assess as better an offer that comprises detailed contents of training and offers more on-line training, 

· subsequent training and information on software extension functions - by form of sending regular email notifications to the contractor of new products, updates and new training as to the work with software. The contractor will evaluate as better such an offer that introduces more detailed contents of training.
To detail values that are the subject of the assessment of offers, tenderers shall use Annex No. 3 - Business terms and conditions (template). 

Tenderers may not make conditions proposed by them that are the subject of assessment dependent on another condition. Should this happen, or if several different values of conditions that are the subject of assessment are stated, the offer shall be excluded, with the tenderer being banned from further participation in this tendering procedure. 

7. offer validity period
The contractor establishes the time limit of 90 days during which tenderers are bound by their offers. This time limit begins to run at the moment the term for offer submission ceases. 
8. OFFERS
a) All the contractor’s conditions and requirements defined by tender requirements shall be included in the draft contract; accordingly, the draft contract will correspond to tender requirements and the tenderer’s offer. Tenderers are obligated to respect the draft contract fully, as executed by the contractor. In case a draft contract does not comply with tender requirements and other parts of the tenderer’s offer, this will result in the exclusion of the offer and the tenderer from further participation in this tendering procedure. 

b) The offer shall be submitted in one original and one copy, in the Czech or English language.
c) The offer shall not to include deletions or corrections, which might mislead the contractor.  

d) All pages of the offer including annexes must be duly numbered with an ascending numerical row, and the offer will be secured against unauthorized handling. 
e) The contractor requires that individual parts of the offer, or its annexes, should be divided with separate sheets (so-called separators), which will enable easy orientation among individual parts of the offer.
