	Most important publications

As a social psychologist with additional training in public health, I have done a considerable amount of research, initially focusing on subtypes of alcoholics and the alcohol dependence syndrome as clinical entities.  I have also investigated the treatment of substance use disorders, and contributed to the development of several international screening tests commissioned by the World Health Organization.  More recently, my research has focused on public health aspects of alcohol marketing, alcohol policy and the activities of the alcohol industry.  I managed the Coordinating Center for an multi-site clinical trial known as Project MATCH, the largest psychotherapy trial funded by the US National Institutes of Health, as well as grants from the US National Institute on Alcohol Abuse and Alcoholism (NIAAA) to develop procedures to evaluate code violations in alcohol marketing, and federal grants to investigate the treatment of cannabis use disorders.   I have worked extensively as an advisor to the World Health Organization, including its regional offices in Latin America and Africa, contributing to the validation and dissemination of psychiatric interviews and international screening instruments like the Alcohol Use Disorders Identification Test (AUDIT) and the Alcohol, Smoking, and Substance Involvement Screening Test (ASSIST).  

As indicated in my Curriculum Vitae, I have been the lead author, corresponding author or co-author on more than 400 scientific publications, including 34 books, monographs and reports, 172 original articles published in peer reviewed journals, 92 book chapters, and 120 miscellaneous publications, such as editorials, letters, commentaries, and book reviews.  My articles and review papers have been published in the New England Journal of Medicine, the Journal of the American Medical Association, the Lancet, the British Medical Journal, and the American Journal of Public Health, all high impact journals

According to the Web of Science bibliographic database, 221 of these articles were identified under my name.  Since 1980, these articles were cited 22,485 times, with 102 average citations per item.  My Web of Science h-index is 53.  (See attachments for a complete citation report)  

According to a recent Scopus citation overview, 322 documents were identified in their database, which have been cited 27,950 times.  My Scopus h-index = 60 (Of the 322 documents, 60 have been cited at least 60 times.).  (See attachments for a complete citation report)  

My most important publications are listed below, organized according to four topical areas.  Citation counts for Web of Science and Scopus are provided for each article (and some books). 

1.  Alcoholic subtypes, treatment matching hand the diagnosis and treatment of substance use disorders.   I developed a typological theory of alcoholism that has been widely cited in the literature on alcoholism treatment.  I was the Principal Investigator of the  Coordinating Center for Project MATCH, the largest NIH-funded psychotherapy trial conducted with alcoholics.  Although the treatment matching hypothesis received only limited support, the study clearly demonstrated the beneficial effect of Twelve Step Facilitation Therapy and Alcoholics Anonymous affiliation in the improvement of long-term outcomes.  I also worked with the World Health Organization on the development of two diagnostic instruments (CIDI and SCAN) that have been used extensively in psychiatric epidemiology throughout the world.  I also managed or collaborated on multisite clinical trials of new treatments for cannabis dependence.  My most important publications in this area of alcohol studies are:

2.  Screening, Brief Intervention and Referral to Treatment (SBIRT) has become one of the most successful examples of translational research in the alcohol and drug field.  Numerous systematic reviews and meta-analyses indicate that at-risk drinkers reduce their alcohol consumption in response to brief interventions.  Working with the World Health Organization, I helped to develop the Alcohol Use Disorders Identification Test (AUDIT) and the Alcohol, Smoking and Substance Involvement Screening Test (ASSIST), along with workshop manuals and online training materials.  These instruments have been adopted by the health care system in the USA, and they have been promoted by WHO worldwide in primary health care.  I also directed one cross-national clinical trial, and collaborated on a second trial, to evaluate brief interventions in primary health care.

3.  Alcohol and drug policy.  Public health policy depends on cumulative evidence of the extent to which policies and other interventions are effective at the individual and population levels.  In a series of empirical studies, literature reviews and book length manuscripts (e.g., Babor et al., (2010), Alcohol: No Ordinary Commodity), I have worked with career scientists in a variety of countries to demonstrate that the most effective strategies against alcohol-related problems are availability restrictions, pricing and taxation policies, drink-driving laws, and treatment interventions.  Similarly, the evidence for effective drug policy includes treatment interventions, school-based prevention, and enforcement measures.  These books and papers have been widely cited in policy debates and have contributed to WHO policy documents.

4.  Corporate-borne disease and disability.  Since the industrial revolution and the progression of global warming, it has long been suspected that the activities of large corporations can have in impact on public health.  The concept of corporate-borne disease was developed by Rene Jahiel and others to explain how corporate activities can serve as an inducer of health problems, including alcohol, food and soda products.  I have worked with Jahiel to apply these concepts to the alcohol industry, and have contributed several papers to an analysis of how an epidemiologic cascade can be induced by corporate strategies that increase the physical, social, psychological and economic availability of dangerous consumption products.  These strategies include lobbying against effective public health measures, product design to increase overconsumption and corporate influence on science and scientists.  In recent years I have been a strong advocate of research on the role of industry in the epidemiological cascade that starts with “upstream” decisions of corporate executives and government policymakers and the effect they have on “downstream” indicators of overconsumption, disease and disability, including NCDs.

Cooperation with Charles University
My cooperation with Charles University began more than a decade ago, based initially on collaborative activities organized under the auspices of the International Society of Addiction Journal Editors (ISAJE).  Subsequently, I have worked with the Department of Addictology at the First Faculty of Medicine, Charles University, on various academic activities, including training workshops, collaborative publications, professional consultations, grant applications, and invited lectures.  

Invited Lectures and Training Workshops.  Along with several journal editors, I conducted a workshop at Charles University in October, 2010.  The workshop trained participants to publish articles in the scientific literature.  I conducted a similar workshop in 2015.  In October, 2018, I conducted a one-day workshop for nurses on the subject of “Screening, Brief Intervention & Referral to Treatment (SBIRT): A Public Health Approach to Substance Misuse in Medical Patients.”  I also delivered two lectures, one at the Department of Addictology (“Partnerships with the Alcoholic Beverage Industry: Holy Grail or Poisoned Chalice?”  October 31, 2018) and the other at the Dean’s Building, Charles University (“Predatory Publishers and Pseudo-journals: A Growing Threat to Health Science, Clinical Medicine and Professional Careers”   1 November, 2018) 

Public Health Policy Center.  In October, 2018, I served as an Advisor to the Public Health Policy Center in the Department of Addictology at Charles University.  I provided advice on the organization and scientific activities of a new public health research center.

Certificate Program in Addiction Science.  The Certificate in Addiction Science (CAS) Program is an innovative online graduate certificate within the Graduate Program in Public Health at the University of Connecticut School of Medicine. The four courses that comprise the Certificate were recently developed under an R25 grant funded by the US National Institute on Alcohol Abuse and Alcoholism (TF Babor, PI/PD, 2016-2018).  The courses are designed to promote clinical, epidemiological and policy research on alcohol.  Professor Babor is now working with Professors Miovsky, Bartak and Gabrielik to adapt the program to the needs of Czech students enrolled at the masters and doctoral levels in the Department of Addictology.  We plan to offer the first course in 2019 (Research Careers and the Responsible Conduct of Research in Alcohol and Addiction Science) and subsequently introduce the remaining courses in the future (Epidemiology of Substance Use Disorders and Psychiatric Co-morbidities; Clinical and Social Service Systems Research in Alcohol and Addiction Science; Alcohol and Drug Policy).  Prof. Miovsky serves on the Advisory Board of the Certificate Program.  In 2018, Professor Miovsky provided support for a new grant application submitted by Professor Babor to the US National Institute on Drug Abuse to fund the development of two new online courses (one in HIV/AIDS research, the other on opioid overdose research) and to transfer the program to five institutions in different parts of the world, including Charles University. That grant is currently being reviewed by the US National Institute on Drug Abuse.  

Scholarly Publications.  Professor Babor has worked for more than a decade with Professor Miovsky, his staff and students on various publication projects, beginning with a chapter in the second edition of Publishing Addiction Science: A Guide for the Perplexed, an edited volume sponsored by the International Society of Addiction Journal Editors.  Professor Miovsky served as one of the editors of the third edition (Babor, Stenius, Pates, Miovsky, et al., 2017), which was published last year.  Professor Babor also collaborated with Professor Miovsky and his faculty and students on two publications describing the rapid growth of addiction studies programs in Europe and North America.

Training Programs

I have developed several training programs with funding from the National Institute on Alcohol Abuse and Alcoholism (NIAAA), the National Institute on Drug Abuse (NIDA), the World Health Organization and the Pan American Health Organization.  NIDA and NIAAA have supported the development of an online tutorial based on the second edition of the book, Publishing Addiction Science (Babor et al., 2008).  I led the development of training programs in publication ethics and research integrity, much of the work summarized in the third edition of Publishing Addiction Science (Babor et al., 2017, Ubiquity Press). The tutorial deals with research integrity and publication ethics, and is available without cost at http://www.parint.org/tutorial.cfm.  WHO has supported the development of tutorials for the AUDIT and ASSIST screening tests, which are available on the PAHO website (http://www.paho.org/hq/index.php?option=com_content&view=article&id=8826&Itemid=2&lang=en)  I also developed a course for the same virtual campus in alcohol and drug policy.

Recently, I developed the Certificate in Addiction Science (CAS), an online graduate certificate within the Graduate Program in Public Health at the University of Connecticut School of Medicine. The four courses were developed under a R25 grant funded by the US National Institute on Alcohol Abuse and Alcoholism (TF Babor, PI/PD, 2016-2018).  The courses are designed to promote clinical, epidemiological and policy research on alcohol.  The courses are: 1) Research Careers and the Responsible Conduct of Research in Alcohol and Addiction Science; 2) Epidemiology of Substance Use Disorders and Psychiatric Co-morbidities; 3) Clinical and Social Service Systems Research in Alcohol and Addiction Science; 4) Alcohol and Drug Policy.
